There seems something dreadfully unfair about the guy who is dragged off the street into a wedding only to find himself castigated and thrown into hell for not wearing the right clothes.  After all who is prepared for a wedding whilst out walking?
The point of the wedding parable seems to be much the same point as last week's parable of the tenants of the vineyard.  Those who thought themselves most likely to enter the kingdom of heaven were not going to be there.  They were not only unhelpful,  they were actively opposing the work of Jesus - and would eventually kill him.   Jesus was telling the Pharisees, the Chief Priests, the Sanhedrin, all the political and religious hierarchy that they had got it wrong, they weren't listening.  
The wedding guests, those who expected to be invited, simply did not respond positively, they had excuses.
So when the wedding guests refuse to see the truth, the organiser goes out and calls in anyone from anywhere - good or bad it doesn't matter.  A key element - all are invited, all are called.
Jesus was dealing with tax-collectors and sinners - at least they had good reason to be thankful for Jesus and a change of life.  His time was with the outcasts, the blind, lame and lepers.  whose lives became wholly different through an encounter with Jesus.
But what of this poor guy who has turned up without changing his clothes.  You must remember that this is a parable.  It is not a story that Jesus is saying would happen, indeed by introducing the element of oddness Jesus is reminding us it is a parable.  Like the dodgy dealing of finding buried treasure and reburying it, the foolishness of selling absolutely everything you have, or shoving a camel through the eye of a needle.  There are some truths that make the metaphor memorable.  
So what is Jesus saying.
The kingdom of God is for everyone, but it is not simply on a plate - it is both totally free but demanding - there is no ticket to buy, entry is through faith by grace, but there is change to be made.  If you encounter God but can't be bothered to change, you put yourself in the most dangerous of all places in eternity, loved and invited by God but responding 'life just goes on' rejecting anything that comes your way in terms of loving your neighbour.
Simply, no change is no option.
When we prepare families for baptism of their children we show them a video.  It talks of the change expected in the parents and godparents, so that they walk the same journey as their children.  Sadly that seems to be something broken.  It is no good telling everyone that God loves them and expects nothing from them.  Yes God does.  Change, daily, hourly, growing in love, compassion and holiness.  Nothing less.
St Augustine of Hipo took this very seriously, for it is a serious issue.  His baptism was complex, serious and demanding.  We do not preach a God who just lets you get on with life but seeks an absolute willingness to change, not just once, but day by day.
Isaiah knew that in his portrayal of a God who was at various times: Faithful, refuge, shelter, banquet-giver, destroyer of evil, wiper-away of tears and Saviour.  In amongst it is the destroyer.  Where love fails to bring about any change, the individual walks their own path away from God.
